Stewardship Moment from the Deacons 
 

Frequent discussions of Stewardship at St. Johnõs involve Time, Talent, and Fi-
nances.  It is also important to note that last week the United Church of Christ 

held their General Synod.  It was a virtual national gathering on 
Zoom.  Delegates and church leaders from across the U.S. met on our behalf rep-
resenting so many areas to support the nearly 5000 UCC churches nationwide 
with nearly one million members.  Ongoing programs and initiatives provide a 

wealth of resources for all UCC churches, that in reality is Stewardship at the na-
tional level. 

 
At Synod Rev. Dr. John Dorhauer, General Minister and President, spoke about 
the òState of the Churchó.  The closing words by Rev. Dorhauer: òAt every setting 

of this church (UCC), there are clear signs of health, vitality, and rele-
vance.  Whether we have the willingness to sustain that will be measured not by 
our attendance in worship, not by dollars in our offering plates, but by our on-

going efforts to heed the call of the Holy Spirit, and continue to display our cour-
age in the struggle.  If we apply the kind of endurance, adaptiveness, tenacity, 
and donõt-quit-edness to the pandemics of racism and climate change that we 
just displayed in overcoming COVID ð then I say the state of the church is as vi-

tal and healthy as it ever has been or ever could beó.
